In May 2023, a complaint was filed with the New York State Education 
Department's ("NYSED's") Chief Privacy Officer by a parent ("Complainant"), whose 
children ("students") attend Saugerties Central School District ("District"). 
Complainant states that an employee of the District inappropriately disclosed the 
students' personally identifiable information ("PII") to Complainant's former spouse. 
Complainant alleges this violated the Family Educational Rights Privacy Act 
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
