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cleaning and disinfection instructions, the device must not be shared 

(http://www.cdc.gov/injectionsafety/blood-glucose-monitoring.html ).  

 Never share glucometers and/or other diabetes care equipment (e.g., lancets, lancet 

pens) between people. Some older equipment may have manufacturer instructions for 

cleaning and disinfection. However, recent evidence suggests that such cleaning and 

disinfection may not be sufficient to prevent the spread of infection 
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
